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Samgrid Queuing Node Maintenance Activity
Introduction

This document describes maintenance tasks that need to be done at least once every week to keep services on samgrid.fnal.gov running.

Maintenance Activity

1. Clean up the job queue of jim_broker_client:

We are required to maintain job history for 6 months. Any jobs older than six months should be deleted. This task should be automated and the jobs should be automatically deleted from the queue after 6 months using policies in jim_broker_client.
2. Monitor the spool area usage:

This should be automated by Monitoring tool. We are required to maintain job sandboxes for 6 months. Sandboxes for jobs stored in spool directory /samgrid/logs/jimlogs/jim_broker_client/spool/ that are older than 6 months should be deleted. If possible, deletion of sandboxes should be automated via policies in jim_broker_client.

3. Add new user subject to the gridmapfile of jim_broker_client:

Gridmap file for other services is automatically generated from VOMS. However updating the gridmapfile for jim_broker_client is still a manual process. This should be automated in future by getting the DN list from the VOMS server and generating grid_mapfile for jim_broker_client.
